Combined, these phases produced more than 40 changes and additions in policies and responses to domestic violence in Marin County. With these result, the CCR is poised to build on its history and do even stronger work going forward.
HOW:  The CCR to DV Network takes a system-wide approach to the problem of domestic violence by analyzing how agencies and organizations work together as a coordinated approach to serve victims and bring about justice.
